There are several potential risks and
complications that may be associated with
concussion. These include:

e Severe brain swelling (or “second impact
syndrome”) which is a rare complication
of head trauma in children or adolescent
players;

¢ Increased risk of further concussion or
other injuries on return to play;

¢ Prolonged symptoms (lasting longer than
four weeks)

e Symptoms of depression and other
psychological problems; and

e Long-term damage to brain function.

The risk of complications is thought to be
increased by allowing a player to return to
sport before they have fully recovered. This
is why it is important to recognise concussion
and keep the player out of full-contact
training and matches until they have fully
recovered, as outlined below.

Some of the longer-term risks or
consequences (such as problems in mood
e.g. depression and brain function e.g. CTE,
dementia) may be related to high loads of
repeated head trauma even in the absence of
concussion.

Itis great that during the week the ability to
report a concussion on PlayHQ was
implemented making it harder to work
around the new set guidelines.

This should ensure better governance of
concussions across community football.
